This email is being sent to you pursuant to our telecon this morning.  I filed an online PDC complaint to you recently and called you this morning to verify that it had been received.  You had not received it as of this morning, thus I am sending the information again.  My original complaint was sent to you by way of certified mail on January 6, 2016 which you have on file. I wish to file a formal complaint to the PDC regarding improper and unlawful election practices by Arlington Mayor Barbara Tolbert during her reelection efforts in 2015. These accusations are fully backed by documents and witnesses. Much of this information is from persons currently employed by the City of Arlington and they fear retaliation, should they cooperate with investigators from PDC and other agencies reviewing fraud. A full list of those wishing to cooperate with PDC will be given to your agency if you choose to investigate. 

Specifically, the charges against the City of Arlington's Mayor Barbara Tolbert include :
1. The Mayor's use of City bulk mailing permit for her reelection mailers. 
2. The former Finance Director of Arlington published an expose' of illegal practices by the Mayor. She then summoned City Administrator Paul Ellis and other department heads to a meeting at City Hall for the purpose of rebutting his accusations and hired a professional writing company to compose a rebuttal.  This company then invoiced the City (note invoice #201535). 
3. City Administrator Paul Ellis submitted this rebuttal to news sources including Arlington Times. 
4. City Human Resources employee Deanna Dean acted as the Mayor's campaign manager and utilized City resources in that function. 
5. Substantial use of City cell phones were used for voice and texting election data. 
6. The City email system was used for election purposes. 
7. The November 2015 newsletter (Arlington Update) mailed to citizens was a reelection statement paid for by City funds.
