Enclosed is a copy of a letter sent to Karen Andonian with Moms for Labeling, concerning a complaint she filed with the Public Disclosure Commission (PDC) on August 26, 2013, against the No on  I-522 Committee, a ballot measure committee registered with the PDC in opposition to Initiative 522, a statewide initiative on the 2013 general election ballot, which if approved, would have required the labeling of Genetically Modified Organisms (GMO) in certain food and beverages.  

Thank you for providing a copy of the December 6, 2017, Thurston County Superior Court Stipulated Order of Dismissal with Prejudice that was signed by you and Knoll Lowney, an attorney representing Ms. Andonian.  As noted in the letter to Mr. Lowney, the allegations listed in the complaint occurred January through July of 2013, which is beyond the five-year statute of limitations for the PDC to have taken action. Therefore, the PDC is closing this matter administratively, and will not be taking any action concerning this matter.

Mr. Lowney:

The Public Disclosure Commission (PDC) has completed its review of the complaint  filed by your client, Karen Andonian with Mom’s for Labeling, as a Citizens Action Notice (CAN) with the Attorney General’s Office (AGO) on August 26, 2013 against the No on I-522 Committee, a ballot proposition registered in opposition of Initiative 522 which would have required the labeling of Genetically Modified Organisms (GMO) in certain food and beverages.  

On August 29, 2013, the CAN was forwarded to the PDC by the AGO for review concerning allegations that the No on I-522 Committee violated RCW 42.17A. and WAC 390.  PDC staff initially reviewed the allegations listed in the CAN in light of PDC laws and rules in order to determine whether a formal investigation or enforcement action is warranted, but prior to completing that review, a citizen action was filed in court and this matter was placed on hold.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]PDC staff was recently made aware by Rob Maguire, an attorney with Davis Wright Trumaine on behalf of No on I-522 Committee of a December 6, 2017, Thurston County Superior Court Stipulated Order of Dismissal with Prejudice that was signed by you and Mr. McGuire.  The allegations listed in the CAN filed by your client Ms. Andonian, were alleged to have occurred January through early August of 2013.  RCW 42.17A.770 states “any action brought under the provisions of this chapter must be commenced within five years after the date when the violation occurred.”

Since the allegations listed in the CAN filed by Ms. Andonian are beyond the five-year statute of limitations for the PDC to have taken action, the PDC is closing this matter administratively without any further action.
